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SPOTLIGHT ON ATEACHER

Twyna Tymar

1. What do you teach at the Vasyl Stus
Ukrainian School?
I am a history teacher for grades 6-10.

2.What professional and personal

experience has helped you in your role as

a teacher at the Ukrainian School?
For many years I was engaged in academic
work. I worked on my dissertation and
research projects in the archives and libraries
of Lviv, Warsaw, Bratislava, and Prague, and
participated in academic conferences. This
experience taught me to treat information
carefully, not to repeat stereotypes and
clichés (of which there are many in
interpretations of Ukrainian history), and to
distinguish what is essential from what is
secondary.
During my university years, I worked as a
counselor in summer camps and in an early
childhood development preschool. This
experience of interacting with children of
different ages taught me to understand my
students.

3.What is your teaching philosophy?
The goal of a teacher is to build a type of
relationship with students in which they
perceive the teacher as a more experienced
friend, someone who comes not to punish or
reward with grades, but with a kind and
sincere desire to teach and to share
knowledge.
As for my subject, we study history, not in
order to memorize dates and names, but to
learn how to think, analyze events, and
understand cause-and-effect relationships
between events and phenomena. History is a
practical discipline, if one learns how to
understand it.

...4. What is your favorite Ukrainian book and why?

It is difficult to choose just one. There are many
interesting books, and at different stages of life some
resonate more, others less. We “outgrow” some books, and
to others we have not yet “grown up.”

In my later school years, I read almost the entire
Ukrainian literature curriculum not in shortened
anthology form, but as complete works. Some of them I
reread. “The Hunters and the Hunted” by Ivan Bahrianyi
or “The Yellow Prince” by Vasyl Barka are perceived very
differently now than they were in 10th grade. These works
have a historical background (the Holodomor and the
dictatorship of Soviet rule). Along with compelling plots,
the reader experiences the tragedy not only of fictional
characters, but of the entire Ukrainian people. I reread
both books last year. It was very painful.

The most recent book I read is the modern mystical
detective novel “I See You Are Interested in Darkness.” Its
author, Illarion Pavliuk, is often called the Ukrainian
Stephen King. I usually do not like mysticism, but I read
this 600-page book in four days. It was good that it was
during the Christmas holidays and school break =

5.What is your favorite Ukrainian city and why?
I greatly regret that I have not visited many Ukrainian
cities. However, of those I have seen, without a doubt it is
Lviv in the summer. Romantic, architectural, historical,
musical, and cultural. For me, this city combines the
modern pace of life with deep magnetism. The walls of its
old architecture “breathe” history, so with my profession,
the choice is quite natural.

6. What excites you most about teaching at the Ukrainian
School?
At the Ukrainian School there are children who have
never been to Ukraine. What excites me is that parents and
teachers invest their energy so that children know and
hold on to their own roots. This inspires me to give my
very best in my work as well.
